Dunc an Bull’ s ‘Felt it Too’  a rmc ha ir is a  c ontemporary low a rmc ha ir w ith a  
slanted  sea t, the bac k has a  vertic a l kic k to it whic h is designed  to follow 
the shape of your body and  g ive you a  c omfortab le sea ting position by 
supporting  your shoulders.   
 
Designed  w ith fine deta iling  in mind , the c ha ir has d istinc tive flower 
shaped  tabs on the bac k, setting  it apart from other c ha irs. 
 
This c ha ir has been insp ired  by Dunc an’s love for minimalism and  c omfort; 
the idea  was to c rea te a  slender c ha ir of simple c onstruc tion, whilst not 
losing any of the c omfort.  
 
The ‘Felt it too a rmc ha ir’  has been designed  for a ll uses and  c an be 
upholstered  in a  w ide va riety of fab ric s and  c olours, enab ling it to fit into 
most interiors.  The tabs c ould  a lso be made in a  va riety of shapes.

He c hose to use 
felt for the range bec ause he found  tha t it was only rea lly used  in an 
industria l sense and  tha t it was suc h a  versa tile materia l, why not use it for 
its qua lities and  sta rt to use it for furniture.
